Terms and Conditions of Entry - Lechlade
Classes
· The first class is FREE of charge
· All class fees are payable in advance. Fees not paid by the first 2 weeks of a course will be subject a 20% surcharge
· Fees can by paid termly or half termly by cash or cheque made payable to Kirsty Farrow. Alternatively they can be paid by Standing Order. To set up a Standing Order please contact Miss Kirsty directly
· A full terms notice, in writing, is required if a pupil is withdrawing from classes; no refund of fees will be applicable 

· No refund of fees is possible for absence through holidays & illness unless in exceptional circumstances. These will be authorised by the Principals.
· The Principals reserve the right to require the removal of any pupil whose fees are in arrears
· Parents are not permitted to be in the studio whilst the classes are in progress, except during “Watching week” at the end of every term 
· Parents are not permitted to use the adjacent room in the Lechlade Memorial Hall whilst their children are dancing. Parents are permitted to wait in the corridor and must ensure they take all belongings and litter home with them

Uniform 

· No uniform is required for the trial period. Uniform is payable through the Online Shop on the website or through your class teacher
Health and Safety

· No jewellery  or make up to be worn in classes
· Hair must be in a bun for Ballet from Grade 1, and for all other classes must be tied back in a pony tail with fringes off the face
· All parents/guardians must complete and return a Child Protection Form and Health Declaration form for each child every September

Examinations
· Children and Students are given the opportunity to take Examinations and Medal tests in Ballet, Tap, Modern, National, Jazz, and Musical Theatre. Examination costs are established by the examination body and must be paid prior to the date of the examination or the student will be withdrawn from the examination. Exam uniform and payment details can be found on the website
· Pupils wishing to take examinations are required to have 100% attendance. Students will be asked and encouraged to attend additional classes at the Swindon Studios in the term before their exam. These will be charged at £3.00 per student per class.

· Private lessons are available for any pupil requiring extra help for examinations at an additional cost; please speak to the class teacher to arrange a suitable time
Teachers 
· All teachers are qualified and specialist for the classes they teach and are fully CRB checked and insured

Festival/Performances
· Pupils will be entered into festivals/competitions at the discretion of the Principals

· Private Lessons are required for festival work at additional costs; please speak to the Principals to arrange a suitable time. Thereafter attendance at the ‘Competition Team’ classes are required

· The school will put on an Annual Presentation Evening to celebrate the students’ achievements throughout the year where everyone will be asked to perform. The Annual Presentation Evenings raise money for a different charity each year

· The school will host regular performances at a local theatre
